List summary of monthly activities for students serving: - Worship opportunities are every Sunday at 8 and 10:45 AM, with study hour at 9:30.  Advent worship services began in the season.  ILCM assisted with leading worship on December 7, involving 18 students.  International Student Nights were sponsored one Friday this month.  ILCM sponsored fellowship activities this month, including; the annual Christmas Party, Christmas Drive for Lutheran Child and Family service – this included bake sale, sewing of pairs of children’s mittens and hats and collecting toys & supplies.   ILCM provided ushers and Sunday school teachers on Sunday mornings in December.  The campus praise team also led worship one Sunday this month.  Students regularly utilize the Student Center for study and “hanging out”.  ILCM sponsored fours evening meals during finals week.  These meals were cooked by student groups and subsidized by free will offerings (Dine –For A Dollar).  The student mission team and other student task groups have met during the month planning for the first “Bike-Run-Walk a-thon, service ministry, Christmas drive (LCFS), and Finals week. Our Director continues to interact with students on campus through the ACM (Association of Campus Ministry) campus ministry liaison (CML) for three residence halls where he meets regularly on site.  Two additional student leaders joined the student Mission team and will begin leader responsibilities in the second semester.  
List of monthly activities for evangelism and outreach:  Our director and student mission team members have been actively calling all students who provide contact information.  Many students have been using the student center for study breaks and fellowship throughout the week.  The student Mission team has joined the Director in regular contact with students on our mailing list.  ILCM has updated the campus web site and revamped the Facebook group page.  ILCM actively invited students to participate in family group and other events.  Student leaders have developed a partnership with Lutheran Child and Family service of Illinois in support of their annual Christmas drive.   International student nights provide a ministry of hospitality and opportunities to share the Good News.
